The Board of Aldermen of the City of Springhill, Louisiana met in regular session in the Council Chambers at Springhill City Hall on Monday, March 11, 2019 at 5:00 P.M with Mayor W. Ray Huddleston presiding.

Amber Cobb, Main Street Manager was present to give an update to the Mayor and Council regarding various activities planned for Main Street in the next few months.

Amber went on to state that there is a new business located downtown at 09 Church Street, Studio B Beauty Lounge owned by Brianna Coleman Savoy.  She has fixed the shop up really cute and everyone should go check it out.

Also Amber is doing a promotion for St. Patricks Day.  Shamrocks have been hidden in the downtown area and prizes have been donated by various businesses if you find one of the shamrocks bring it to the Main Street Office and claim your prize.  This is a similar promotion that was done a few years back with the Springhill Rocks Campaign.

National Main Street Conference will be held in Seattle Washington, March 23 – March 28, 2019.  Amber will be attending several different classes during this conference.

Family Fun Night and Annual Easter Egg Hunt will be held on April 20, 2019 at the Recreation Complex from 6 PM to 8 PM.


Farmers Market is getting kicked off with locally grown produce and homemade items within a 40 mile radius of Springhill.  Also there will be a new Night Market offered with music, retailers, and food trucks.  These will be held on the following Saturday nights:  April 27th, May 25th, June 29th, July 20th, and the date for August will be determined later.  There will be a fee charged for this venue with the proceeds going toward the Christmas Lights Fund.

The last thing Amber spoke on was the Louisiana Retirement Community Program being offered through Louisiana Tourism Office.  This will be a grant program that the State is offering to different communities throughout Louisiana for activities and programs for senior residents.  This program is in the beginning stages with more information being available probably in August.

An Ordinance entitled “An Ordinance establishing water and sewer rates for the fiscal year 2019” was presented.

It is the recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission  Board to grant this zoning classification change.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Hearnsberger, seconded by Alex Edwards to accept the recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission Board and to adopt an Ordinance entitled “An Ordinance Amending and Supplementing Chapter 118-1 entitled ‘Adoption of Zoning Ordinance’, City of Springhill, changing the zoning classification of 100 Hickory Street from R-1 Residence District to B-1 Neighborhood Shopping District, Springhill, Louisiana”.  (A copy of Ordinance #525 is attached hereto and made a part hereof).
