MINUTES


The Board of Aldermen of the City of Springhill, Louisiana met in regular session in the Council Chambers at Springhill City Hall on Monday, April 11, 2022 at 5:00 P.M with Mayor Pro Tem Ronnie Dees presiding. 

PRESENT:  Dimettera Frazier, Ronnie Hearnsberger, Stacey Willard, Alex Edwards, and Ronnie Dees, Aldermen.


ABSENT:  Mayor W. Ray Huddleston.

Mayor Pro Tem Ronnie Dees opened the meeting with prayer.


Mayor Pro Tem Ronnie Dees led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Alderman Ronnie Hearnsberger made a MOTION to amend the agenda to include the following item of business:


Consider reducing the Aldermen’s salaries to 50% beginning with the January 2023 term in office.


No one seconded the MOTION.

MOTION was made by Dimettera Frazier, seconded by Alex Edwards to adopt the minutes from the last regular meeting held on Monday, March 14, 2022.

MOTION was made by Stacey Willard, seconded by Alex Edwards to approve the financial statement for March 2022.

PUBLIC COMMENT:  None.

OLD BUSINESS:  Consider the City sponsoring swimming lessons at the Springhill Country Club for children ages 6 – 10 years old residing in Springhill to be paid for by Alderman Hearnsberger.

MOTION was made by Stacey Willard, seconded by Ronnie Hearnsberger to have the City sponsor swimming lessons at the Springhill Country Club for children ages 6 – 10 years old residing in Springhill to be paid for by Alderman Hearnsberger.


Discussion followed on the matter with questions being asked and answered.

There being no further discussion.


MOTION CARRIED.


MOTION was made by Stacey Willard, seconded by Alex Edwards to adopt an Ordinance entitled “An Ordinance granting CenterPoint Enery Resources Corp., D/B/A CenterPoint Energy Louisiana Gas, the right to construct, install, operate and maintain facilities for the transportation, distribution and sale of gas in the municipality and, for such purposes, to use and excavate in the public highways, streets, sidewalks, alleys, squares, commons, grounds, and other publicly owned areas and levying a Franchise (Privilege) Tax for that purpose”.

City Attorney Nelson Smith spoke up at this time and voiced some concerns he had with the Ordinance as written, and he thinks we need more information from CenterPoint Energy before we proceed with the adoption of this Ordinance.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Hearnsberger, seconded by Alex Edwards to amend the original motion to table this item of business to give the City Attorney more time to look into the matter.

MOTION CARRIED.

MOTION was made by Dimettera Frazier, seconded by Stacey Willard to authorize the Mayor to enter into an agreement with LA DOTD for the mowing and litter pickup for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2023.

MOTION CARRIED.


MOTION was made by Alex Edwards, seconded by Ronnie Hearnsberger to authorize the Mayor to enter into an agreement with Carrington Place of Springhill to use the Springhill Civic Center as an emergency evacuation location for its residents.

City Attorney Nelson Smith voiced some concerns with the original document as written and would to like to make some revisions to it before the Mayor enters into the agreement with them for the use of the Springhill Civic Center as an emergency evacuation location for the residents of the nursing home facility.


Alderman Ronnie Hearnsberger, seconded by Alex Edwards amended the original MOTION to table the matter until the City Attorney has time to revise the original document and for the City to check on any insurance liability issues.

MOTION CARRIED.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Hearnsberger, seconded by Alex Edwards to pay the March 2022 monthly vendor bills totaling $69,703.76.
