MINUTES


The Board of Aldermen of the City of Springhill, Louisiana met in regular session in the Council Chambers at Springhill City Hall on Monday, May 13, 2019 at 5:00 P.M with Mayor W. Ray Huddleston presiding.

Alderman Alex Edwards opened the meeting with prayer.
 
Alderman Ronnie Hearnsberger led the Pledge of Allegiance.

MOTION was made by Alex Edwards, seconded by Stacey Willard to adopt the minutes from the last regular meeting held on Monday, April 8, 2019.


MOTION CARRIED.

MOTION was made by Stacey Willard, seconded by Ronnie Hearnsberger to approve the financial statement for April 2019.

MOTION CARRIED.


PUBLIC COMMENT:  None.

OLD BUSINESS:  None.

MOTION was made by Alex Edwards, seconded by Dimettera Frazier to authorize the Mayor’s recommendation to appoint Darrell Vercher to the North Webster Parish Industrial District Board to replace David Smith who resigned. 


MOTION CARRIED.


MOTION was made by Dimettera Frazier, seconded by Stacey Willard to authorize the Mayor to consider a recommendation from Public Works Director Mike Dunaway to declare old fire hydrant plugs as surplus equipment and put them out for bid.

MOTION CARRIED.

MOTION was made by Dimettera Frazier, seconded by Alex Edwards consider authorizing the Mayor to enter into a maintenance agreement between the City of Springhill and Louisiana Department of Transportation and Development (DOTD) for mowing and litter pick up for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2020.

MOTION CARRIED.

MOTION was made by Stacey Willard, seconded by Ronnie Hearnsberger to consider the recommendation from Cody Goodwin, Goodwin Professional Services, LLC to award the bid for the Hodges Street, Spring Branch Road, and 11th Street NE Water Main Replacement to JPD Construction, LLC out of Bossier City, LA as the low bidder for the project in the amount of $55,110.00.

MOTION CARRIED.

At this time Mayor Huddleston stated that the City had received four bids for the compact excavator and City Attorney Stuart McMahen would open the bids.


The bids were as follows:


Heavy Machine - $38,000.00


Ruston Tractor - $41,212.00


Ditch Witch of LA - $36,820.00


Louisiana CAT - $46,173.00

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Alex Edwards to buy a compact excavator.


Discussion followed on the matter.


MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees to amend his original motion to go with the lowest bid from Ditch Witch of LA in the amount of $36,820.00, seconded by Ronnie Hearnsberger.

MOTION CARRIED.



MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Alex Edwards to table the recommendation from John French, KSA Alliance, Inc. to award the bid for the Springhill Street Improvements for Pavement Repairs-Area 1, Area 2, and Area 3 as John French was not present.


MOTION CARRIED.


Ronnie Hearnsberger introduced an Ordinance entitled “An Ordinance Amending the City of Springhill, Louisiana Budget FYE June 30, 2019”.

Dimettera Frazier introduced An Ordinance entitled “An Ordinance Adopting an Operating Budget of Revenues and Expenditures for the Fiscal Year Beginning July 1, 2019 and Ending June 30, 2020”.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Hearnsberger, seconded by Dimettera Frazier to consider authorizing the Mayor to pay up to an aggregate amount of $1,350.00 to one or more certified training instructors to provide swimming lessons during June and July 2019 to children between ages of 6 and 10 years old residing within the city limits of Springhill.


Much discussion followed on the matter with questions being asked and some concerns being raised.


MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees to amend the original motion to authorize the City to pay an instructor for swimming lessons contingent upon approval from the City Attorney once the legal liabilities and insurance questions are answered.

MOTION died due to the lack of a second.

Mayor Huddleston called for the question on the original motion.
