Linda McDaniel, Main Street Manager was present to update the Mayor and Council regarding Main Street Activities.  Ms. McDaniel said that the Farmers Market is a huge success and drawing lots of people to it.  They are working on a taste test of the items tentatively scheduled for Saturday, September 18, 2021.  She went on to thank the Springhill Art League for their contribution of the artwork at the Farmers Market Pavilion and also Donnie Hough for all his hard work.  Also, she is currently working on three grants for the City which include the City Park, Broadband, and Infrastructure.

At this time Alderman Frazier wanted to publicly thank all those involved in the beautification of the Farmers Market Area.

Stacey Willard introduced an Ordinance entitled “An Ordinance Supplementing and Amending Chapter 102 Entitled “Taxation”, Article 2 Entitled “Ad Valorem Tax”, Section 102-27, Entitled “Rate of Assessment Purposes”, of the Code of Ordinances, City of Springhill Levying Taxes of 7.70 Mills General Alimony Tax on all Taxable Property in the City of Springhill, Louisiana for the Year 2021.

John French, KSA Alliance Inc. was present to address the Mayor and Board of Aldermen concerning the Sanitary Sewer Main Rehabilitation Project.  The bids were received and publicly opened on August 5, 2021.  It is the recommendation of KSA Alliance, Inc. to award the construction contract to Budd’s Construction of Haughton, LLC in the amount of $548,608.04.

He went on to say that it was well attended for the first event and thought it was a good use of the facility for this purpose.
