Alderman Alex Edwards opened the meeting with prayer.

MOTION was made by Alex Edwards, seconded by Stacey Willard to adopt the minutes from the last regular meeting held on Monday, July 13, 2020.

Dimettera Frazier introduced an Ordinance entitled “An Ordinance Supplementing and Amending Chapter 98 Entitled “Taxation”, Article 2 Entitled “Ad Valorem Tax”, Section 98-32, Entitled “Rate of Assessment; Purposes”, of the Code of Ordinances, City of Springhill Levying Taxes of 7.700 Mills General Alimony Tax, and 2.800 Mills Retirement of Bonded Indebtedness, on all Taxable Property in the City of Springhill, Louisiana for the Year 2020.

MOTION was made by Alex Edwards, seconded by Dimettera Frazier to adopt a Resolution to purchase cold mix on the Webster Parish Police Jury Contract.

Laurel Salley was supposed to be present to show just cause why the property located at 302 Reynolds Street should not be condemned.  No one was present on behalf of this property.  This property has been brought before the City Council before and at that time the family had asked for some time to bring it back into code compliance.  No further progress has been made on this property.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Alex Edwards to condemn the property located at 302 Reynolds Street.

Tom Slack was present to show just cause why the properties located at 909 7th Street SE and 503 4th Street SE should not be condemned.  Mr. Slack addressed the Mayor and Council stating that he had mowed and cleaned up the properties and was asking for more time to bring them back into code compliance or to tear the structures down.


MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Ronnie Hearnsberger to give Mr. Slack 90 days to bring the properties back into code compliance.  A brief discussion followed on the matter.


Alderman Dees amended the original MOTION, seconded by Ronnie Hearnsberger to condemn the properties located at 909 7th Street SE and 503 4th Street SE if the owner Tom Slack does not bring them back into code compliance within the 90 days allotted in the original motion.
