MINUTES


The Board of Aldermen of the City of Springhill, Louisiana met in regular session in the Council Chambers at Springhill City Hall on Monday, September 13, 2021 at 5:00 P.M with Mayor W. Ray Huddleston presiding.

Alderman Alex Edwards opened the meeting with prayer.


Mayor Huddleston led the Pledge of Allegiance.

MOTION was made by Stacey Willard, seconded by Dimettera Frazier to adopt the minutes from the last regular meeting held on Monday, August 9, 2021.

MOTION was made by Dimettera Frazier, seconded by Alex Edwards to approve the financial statement for August 2021.

PUBLIC COMMENT:  David Greene, Manager with Republic Services addressed the Mayor and Board of Aldermen concerning the Garbage RFP’s (Request for Proposals).  Mr. Green thanked the City of Springhill for allowing their company to service the city’s garbage for all these years and hoped they would be allowed to continue with the city based on their service, response, and all the data that they provided even though their proposal request was not the lowest.

OLD BUSINESS:  None.

Wayne McMahen, State Representative was present and addressed the Mayor and Council updating them on some very important amendments that are on the November and December 2021 election ballots.  The first one is pertaining to a centralized tax collection program administered by the state and the second one will lower the personal income tax.  Representative McMahen spoke of the importance of the amendments and supports all of them, he is sending out more information through a mail brochure explaining the amendments and you can also read more about them in depth through the Public Affairs Research Council of Louisiana (PAR) website.

Mayor Huddleston and the Board of Aldermen thanked Representative McMahen for all his hard work and for bringing this important update to our attention

Linda McDaniel, Main Street Manager was present to update the Mayor and Council regarding Main Street Activities.  Linda is attending the Downtown Destination Conference in Starksville Mississippi later this week, when she gets back from the conference she will be working on the Lumberjack Festival and Parade to be held on October 9, 2021.  The Farmers Market “Tasting” has been postponed until the beginning of next season so more vendors will be able to participate in the event.  She is also preparing for Main to Main trade event.

Mayor Huddleston stated that request for proposals for the garbage service were turned in and opened last Thursday, October 9, 2021 and then turned the floor over to City Attorney Nelson Smith to go over the amounts for the council.


The first was from Live Oak for $14.89 per unit per month, the second was from Knights Services for $12.00 per residence at 2300 carts, and the last one was from Republic Services for $13.98 per unit per home.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Hearnsberger, seconded by Alex Edwards to go with the lowest bid.


MOTION CARRIED.


City Attorney Nelson Smith started the auction of city surplus properties with a minimum starting bid of $1,000.00.


The first one was for 103 Butler Street.  The floor was opened for bids at $1,000.00


Russ Green bid $1,000.00 for 103 Butler Street.  There were no more bids.


103 Butler Street sold to Russ Green for $1,000.00


The next property was the old Westside Pool Area (0.776 acres) with a starting bid of $1,000.00.

There were no bids for a $1,000.00.
At this time City Attorney Nelson said since there were no bids this property would be auctioned at a later date.  Aldermen Dees asked if they could make a motion to lower the bid.  The City Attorney said that would be fine.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Alex Edwards to lower the minimum bid to $300.00.

The auction for the old Westside Pool Area (0.776 Acres) was opened with a starting bid of $300.00.

Sam Plants bid $300.00 for the property.

The City Attorney asked for any other bids and there were no more bids.

The old Westside Pool Area (0.776 Acres) sold to Sam Plants for $300.00.

The last property located behind Casserole’s Etc. (0.098 Acres) was started with a bid of $1,000.00.  There were no bids at $1,000.00.
MOTION was made by Ronnie Hearnsberger, seconded by Alex Edwards to lower the minimum bid to $200.00.

The City Attorney opened the floor for bids on the property at $200.00.

MOTION was made by Dimettera Frazier, seconded by Alex Edwards to adopt an Ordinance entitled “An Ordinance Supplementing and Amending Chapter 102 Entitled “Taxation”, Article 2 Entitled “Ad Valorem Tax”, Section 102-27, Entitled “Rate of Assessment Purposes”, of the Code of Ordinances, City of Springhill Levying Taxes of 7.70 Mills General Alimony Tax on all Taxable Property in the City of Springhill, Louisiana for the Year 2021.

MOTION was made by Stacey Willard, seconded by Alex Edwards to adopt a Resolution for the 2022-2027 CIP (Capital Improvement Plan) for the Springhill Airport.

MOTION was made by Alex Edwards, seconded by Ronnie Hearnsberger to authorize the Mayor to enter into a contract with the Webster Parish Sheriff’s Office for a prisoner work detail crew with a supervisor for $1,000.00 per month for a period of one year.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Hearnsberger, seconded by Alex Edwards to pay the August 2021 vendor bills totaling $68,298.94.
