There were four new businesses that opened.  Love & Lace Collective Boutique, Springhill Climate Control, PST, and Frog’s Liquidation.

The second phase of the downtown sidewalks is now complete which really improves the look of the Main Street district.  Also, multiple businesses have added new signage which improves the look of the downtown area.

M & P Tire won a restoration grant from the Louisiana Main Street Program to do a facelift of their business.


Christmas on Main will kick off on Saturday, November 25, 2023 with a lot of fun events which include the 2nd Annual Reindeer Run 5K, Chamber of Commerce Mistletoe Market, Cocoa Crawl, Christmas Parade at 5 PM, immediately following the parade at the Clock Tower the announcement of the winners of the Coca Crawl, Christmas Window Decorating Contest, Parade Floats, and the Christmas Tree Lighting Ceremony.
